
MENTOR GUIDELINES

1. Your job is to provide professional advice and moral support to a first year law student, to encourage the student in overcoming all of the obstacles that the first year of law school presents.  YOU ARE NOT A JOB SERVICE!  Of course, you may assist the student in finding employment, but that is not your role.  Your role is to provide whatever advice and assistance that you can so that the student successfully completes the first year of law school, graduates from law school, and passes the Bar Exam on the first try.  Please make sure that your student understands that you are more than willing to help him/her learn about the law and the law school experience provided he/she lets you know what type of assistance is needed.
2. You are free to make the initial contact with your student if you choose to do so. Please make yourself accessible to the student:  If you will be unable to return his/her phone call promptly, please advise the student that there may be a delay. 3. If you are unable to attend a scheduled meeting with your student, please make sure to call to cancel and reschedule.
