The Cleveland-Marshall College of Law Commencement ceremony will be held on Saturday,
May 17, 2014 at 2:00 P.M. in the Cleveland State University’s Bert L. and Iris S. Wolstein Convocation Center. 

Students who will have completed graduation requirements in the 2013-2014 academic year (Fall 2013, Spring & Summer 2014 semesters) and are in good academic standing are eligible to participate in the Commencement.


Candidates planning to graduate in Summer 2014 will be allowed to participate in this ceremony if they have completed the graduation application, are in good academic standing, and have registered for the coursework necessary for completion of their degree.  Alternatively, summer graduates may participate in the following May 2015 Commencement ceremony.


Your attendance at the Law School Commencement is voluntary; however, you are urged to attend this special event honoring your achievements.  Members of the law faculty, as well as many of our alumni and alumnae judges, will be participating in this Commencement.


NOTE:  The Law School ceremony is separate from the Cleveland State University Commencement that will be held on Saturday, May 10, 2014.

ACADEMIC REGALIA

Representatives from the CSU bookstore will be in the Law School Atrium on Monday, March 3, 2014, noon to 6 p.m. You will be able to place your order for your regalia, announcements and rings in the law building. If you are not available on March 3, you can place your order with the CSU bookstore on the dates listed below. All graduates must wear the proper academic regalia in order to participate in the commencement ceremony. This year a “keeper” doctoral regalia unit will be offered.  This package includes a cap, gown, hood and tassel for the cost of $72.09 which includes tax and is yours to keep. Orders for your regalia must be placed at The CSU Bookstore, Viking Outfitters, located on the first floor of the CSU Student Center, from March 31st through April 26th, 2014. Payment can be made by cash, credit card or check. Bookstore hours are Monday through Thursday, 8 am to 7 pm, Friday, 8 am to 5 pm, and Saturday, 9 am to 4 pm.  Telephone orders are not possible due to the need to have the proper forms and sizing requirements completed. Only those who are completing their degrees out of state can place a phone order, 216-687-2128. April 26 is the final date to guarantee your order. Orders placed after April 26 will be subject to availability and $25 rush charges.   

When you place your order for your regalia at the bookstore or law school, you will be given a white name card to complete.  This card will be used to announce your name as you walk across the stage on Commencement day. Complete this card in its entirety and leave the card at the bookstore or law school. DO NOT FORGET TO COMPLETE THE NAME CARD. 


NOTE:  Completing the name card does not take the place of applying for graduation.
