1. Find the U.S. Code provision that was struck down.  What is the case striking it down?
2. Find the implementing federal regulation that defined public distribution of electioneering communication in the case of a presidential election

3. Find a case that had previously held this US Code provision as constitutional: 
4. Find two secondary source discussions of the status/constitutionality of this statute prior to the court decision last year.  One must be from ALR Fed2d, and another from a non-ALR source.
