Basic Differences Between Classic Westlaw and WestlawNext:
· The all-in-one search box at the top of the screen searches everything on WestlawNext.   You do not have to select a specific database.

· Once you do a search there are filters on the left hand side to narrow the results by type of document, date, additional search terms or court

· The search is performed using an enhanced natural language called WestSearch.  WestSearch leverages the key number system, keycite, citations to documents in secondary sources and  prior search patterns of judges, attorneys and professors.

· Terms and connectors searching and selecting a database are still options.
· Ability to create folders to save documents and excerpts.  Documents updated for one year at no charge.  Documents accessible forever.
· History is saved for one year.

· One can create notes within a document, which will always appear when you pull up the document.  

· Cut and paste with formatted citation.  Choose from Bluebook (standard), AWLD or a state citation format.  Ohio citation format is not presently a choice.  Select from Bluebook Law Review or Brief Format via Preferences  - Preferences link is at the bottom of the WestlawNext homepage.
