WestlawNext Research Problems:
1.  Run these two searches in WestlawNext for California:

1.  Can you cut a neighbor’s tree if leaves were falling onto your property

2.  Can you trim a neighbor’s tree if debris is falling onto your yard

How do the results compare?  What does that tell you about WestlawNext?

The results are very similar.  It tells you can use different search words and WestlawNext supplies alternative search words.
2.  Can a municipality be held liable for civil rights violations by its employees? 
a.  Research this problem using WestlawNext and using Classic Westlaw.  What is the first case result on WestlawNext?  What is the first case result on Classic Westlaw?  Does the first case that appears in WestlawNext appear in your Classic Westlaw results – what number hit is it?
(For sixth circuit) 

Monell v. Dep't of Soc. Services of City of New York, 436 U.S. 658, 98 S. Ct. 2018, 56 L. Ed. 2d 611 (1978) is first case on WestlawNext

Board of County Com'rs of Bryan County, Okl. v. Brown  520 U.S. 397, 117 S.Ct. 1382 (U.S. (Tex.),1997) is first case on Westlaw.

Monell is the third hit on Westlaw.
b.  Using WestlawNext, can you find any cases dealing with civil rights violations due to a  city’s alleged denial of medical treatment to an inmate?  How did you find the cases? How many cases did you get?
Click on cases, Narrow – Search within results “medical treatment” ----(or medic! Or doctor or hospital /s inmate or prisoner or jail)
c.  Can you find a secondary source which discusses municipal police use of a choke hold as a civil rights violation?  How would you find this using WestlawNext?  How would you find this using Classic Westlaw?
WestlawNext – Select secondary sources and run a Search within results for “choke hold”  
Westlaw – must pick a database to search – Civil Rights - Law Reviews, Texts and Bar Journals, ALR, Amjur, Major Federal Treatises & Legal Forms, Major Litigation Treatises and Forms
