Steve Potash is President and Chief Executive Officer of OverDrive, a company he co-
founded with Loree in 1986. Under his leadership, OverDrive has become the leading digital
reading platform for eBooks, audiobooks, and other digital media for over 80,000 libraries,
schools, government agencies, corporate learning centers, colleges, and universities
worldwide. He is credited with pioneering many innovations for digital content use and
applications. OverDrive has long-standing partnerships with thousands of publishers,
authors, and media companies across the book industry. As a mission- based company,
OverDrive became a Certified B Corp in 2017 dedicated to a "World Enlightened by
Reading."

Loree Potash is a co-founder of OverDrive and active in NorthEast Ohio non-profit
organizations. She is a Board member for the Cuyahoga County Law Library. Trained as a
law librarian, she started her career at the Case-Western Reserve University Law School
including serving as reference librarian, acting Director, and adjunct professor. She
practiced law early in her career and then with Steve formed OverDrive and joined the
company, serving in various leadership positions including publisher relations, human
resources, and marketing.

Profile: The Honorable Deborah M.

Turner ’97
Cleveland State University Law Alumni Association Alumni of the Year recipient The
Honorable Deborah M. Turner ’97, Judge on the Cuyahoga County Common Pleas Court,
tries to stay involved with students at all levels from primary school to law school, as she
knows more than most the impact of inspiring the next generation of potential members of
the bar.

Judge Turner was originally a school teacher.  While she always had an interest in a legal
career, a lack of finances pushed her to pursue a career in education.  Her original interest
in the law stems back to her childhood interaction and positive experience with prominent
civil rights lawyer and CSU|LAW Hall of Fame member Stanley Tolliver ’53.  Tolliver, a
frequent patron of Judge Turner’s mother’s restaurant, successfully represented her mother
with some legal issues and Judge Turner hoped she could one day help people the way
Tolliver helped her family.

Judge Turner worked as a public-school educator for 20 years, primarily in the Cleveland
Heights-University Heights School District. She taught the social studies curriculum, which
included history, geography, government and a high school law class, and coached the
school’s mock trial team.

“Leaving your home country to start a new life somewhere else is not an easy thing to do,
but my experience moving to Cleveland has been nothing short of amazing."

The LL.M. (Master of Laws) is a Postgraduate Law Degree for students with a  J.D. or LL.B
degree. At CSU|LAW, many of our LL.M. students are international students. Currently our
LL.M. students come from nine different countries, speak several languages and add a
wealth of diversity and uniqueness to the classroom experience.  For some, they obtain the
LL.M. to learn about the United States legal system so they can go back to their home
countries and enrich their legal careers. For most, they obtain an LL.M. to sit for the Bar
Exam and practice law in the United States. Most of our LL.M. students hope to take the
Ohio Bar Exam and practice law in Cleveland.
