Professor Michael Borden 
18 years at CSU C|M|LAW

Professor Borden was an attorney with Leboeuf, Lamb, Greene & MacRae,
L.L.P., in its New York and Paris offices before joining the CSU C|M|LAW
faculty.  He spent three years as Associate Dean for Administration at CSU
C|M|LAW and earned various honors including the Wilson G. Stapleton Award
for Faculty Excellence and the University Distinguished Faculty Award for
Teaching Excellence.

Professor Patricia Falk

He has
authored a number of briefs before the United States Supreme Court, and has
frequently testified before the United States Congress and consulted with the
Department of State on human rights and international affairs
issues. Professor Forte has received a number of awards for his public service,
including the Cleveland Metropolitan Bar Association’s President’s Award, the
CSU Distinguished Faculty Award for Service, the CSU Distinguished Faculty
Award for Teaching, the CSU  Distinguished Faculty Award for Research, and
the Wilson G. Stapleton Award for Faculty Excellence. He has given over 300
invited addresses and papers at more than 100 academic institutions. 
Professor Forte served as Distinguished Fulbright Chair at the University of
Trento, the Distinguished Fulbright Chair at the University of Warsaw. Senior
Visiting Scholar at the Center for the Study of Religion and the Constitution at
the Witherspoon Institute in Princeton, New Jersey, and has held the Garwood
Visiting Professorship in the Department of Politics at Princeton University.

Professor Forte plans to continue to expand his friendships here and abroad
among those who share in his work and values.  He will continue his teaching,
lectures, seminars, and writing. This fall, Professor Forte will return to Poland
for a series of lectures.

Professor Deborah Geier

Professor Geier clerked for the Honorable Monroe G. McKay of the United
States Court of Appeals for the Tenth Circuit.

Professor Lazarus has practiced with the Legal Aid Society and Williamsburg
Neighborhood Legal Services in New York and with the Urban Law Institute in
Washington, D.C. He was Attorney/Professor at Antioch School of Law in
Washington, D.C. prior to joining the CSU C|M|LAW faculty as one of its first
clinical professors. Professor Lazarus has taught a broad range of other
subjects and originated law school courses in Immigration Law, Trial Evidence,
and The Federalist Papers. He served as trustee of Housing Advocates, Inc.
and chaired that organization's Litigation Priorities Committee. He has served
as Chair of the Certified Grievance Committee of the Cleveland Metropolitan
Bar Association and as Chair of the Ohio Supreme Court's Commission on
Professionalism. He has lectured for the Supreme Bar Review course and has
served as consultant and trainer for the Legal Services Corporation's Trial
Advocacy and Skills Training courses. Professor Lazarus became the first law
school professor to receive the CSU Distinguished Faculty Teaching Award
and was cited favorably in the treatise "What the Best Law Teachers Do."
